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In the final report, recommendations will be presented with accompanying supportive text.
Meeting notes suggest emphasizing the statewide nature of this effort, highlight the economic
impact of the sector (jobs, wages, skills, institutions, etc.) and discuss its importance to building
a strong and viable cluster across several subsectors of health science.

Draft Recommendation

Support and encourage collaboration between industry and education at all stages of the
educational continuum.
a. IHIF should conduct/catry-out on-going, industry skills gap assessments to match
programs with current needs.
a. Potential to develop into workforce assessments
1. Similar to IPIC sector reports from ca 2000 - 2001
b. Need to also track jobs/wages/impacts
1. BioCrossroads and IEDC already working in this area
c.  Opportunity to develop or redeploy additional programs based on identified
needs
b. Develop/utilize “Career Ladders” for the health science sector(s)
a.  Many may already exist through PLTW
b. Potential project for BioCrossroads
c. Look for opportunities for stakeholders to collaborate on initiatives to better align
industry with education.
a. Suggested benchmark: 2 events or programs/year
b. Include support for educational stakeholders as part of IHIF legislative
agenda, where compatible with organization objectives
